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Abstract

Determinants of School Bullies, Victims, and Bully/victims

This study examined whether bullies, victims, bully/victims (who are both bullies and vic-
tims), and students who reported none of bullying and victimization differed in their perception
of school climate. Data were collected from three hundred and twenty-four elementary school
students (mean age=10.7 years, range: 9-12, 54.0% girls) and five hundred and fifty junior high
school students (mean age=13.7 years, range: 12-15, 50.7% girls). Results showed that girls in
junior high school had more bullying than girls in elementary school. Moreover, the findings
indicated that bully/victims perceived lower order in the classroom, and that only for junior high
school students bully/victims had less self-disclosure and autonomy support from teach-

ers. Implications of these findings are discussed.
